The CSA, or farm share, is an arrangement between CSA members and farmers where
the member receives a share of the farmer’s harvest each week during the growing season in
exchange for payment at the beginning of the season. Members have an opportunity to support
their local farmers, have access to fresh produce every week, and gain a better understanding of
exactly what can be grown in Michigan. You will get to see the weekly harvest change with the
seasons and have a better connection and appreciation for your food.

Your farm share contains a variety of freshly-picked, seasonal vegetables. A full share is
great for a family of 4 — 6 and a smaller, half-share has portion sizes to feed 2 — 3. For the 2026
season, we are growing a variety of vegetables including:

e Peppers (green and colored bell, lunchbox, sweet banana, shishito, Anaheim, poblano,
jalapeno, and Hungarian hot wax)

e Herbs (basil, dill, parsley, cilantro)

e Winter Squash (spaghetti, acorn, butternut, delicata, pie pumpkin)

e Greens (bok choi, kale, chard)
